This workshop will look at how narrative ideas can be used to respond to individuals, groups and communities who are experiencing a number of hardships. It will be particularly relevant to those working with individuals who would like to find ways to link people together; those working with groups or communities; and those wishing to work in collective and community orientated ways. This workshop is designed to enable participants to go back to their own contexts and immediately engage with the ideas discussed. 

 
The workshop will include:
· Teaching about key principles and concepts in relation to collective narrative practice. 

· The introduction of a range of easy-to-engage with methodologies including: collective narrative documents, songs of sustenance, enabling contribution through definitional ceremonies, collective timeline, and The Tree of Life (responding to vulnerable children). 

· The sharing of stories and songs about hopeful work from Australia, Palestinian Territories, South Africa, Rwanda and elsewhere. 

· Special considerations will be given to ways of responding to individuals, groups and communities who have experienced significant trauma. Links will be made between collective narrative practices and the work of Paulo Freire.
Cheryl White and David Denborough have been involved in a wide range of community engagements in Australia and abroad. They have also been involved in supporting workers in a variety of contexts and countries to develop culturally appropriate ways of responding to children and adults who have experienced significant trauma. Cheryl White brings to this workshop a long history of engagement with feminist thought and practice. David Denborough brings a love of both the written word and song, and how these can inform our work with individuals, family groups and communities.
